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Obtaining or Renewing German Hunting 

Licenses 
 

Only send complete packets, no piecemeal  

 
After I pass the Hunting Test, How do I get my German Hunting License? 
 
Submit the following via email to the Hunting, Fishing, and Sport Shooting Office (HFSS): 

- AE Form 190-6D, Part A – FBI Background Check (you should have this already, less than 1 yr old) 
- AE Form 215-145A – German Hunting License Application (signed by you and your CDR) 

(both forms above require REAL signatures, not electronic) 
- Scan of AE Form 215-145E - Hunting Course Test Certificate 
- Scan of HFSS Membership card 
- Proof of insurance from a German insurance carrier 

 
The HFSS Office will check the docs, sign/stamp the AE Form 215-145A and email it back to you. 
 

- Obtain 2 passport photos 
 
Now you can take the entire list of items above to your German lower hunting authority. In most cases the 
Landratsamt or City Hall, depending on where you live. 

 
How do I renew my German Hunting License? 
 
Submit the following via email to the HFSS Office (complete, not piecemeal): 

- AE Form 190-6D, Part A – FBI Background Check (you should have this already, less than 1 yr old) 
- AE Form 215-145A – German Hunting License Application (signed by you and your CDR) 

(both forms above require REAL signatures, not electronic) 
- Scan of expiring hunting license 
- Scan of HFSS Membership card 
- Proof of insurance from a German insurance carrier 

 
The HFSS Office will check the docs, sign/stamp the AE Form 215-145A and email it back to you. 
 
Now you can take the entire list of items above to your German lower hunting authority. In most cases the 
Landratsamt or City Hall, depending on where you live. 
 
Expect a cost of around €100 for an annual hunting license or €200 for a 3-year license.
